 Tool Shaker Card Instructions

1.  Fold the 8 ½”x 5 ½” Sahara Sand card stock (c/s) in half.

2. Use the Direct to Paper technique with the Choc Chip ink on Sahara Sand c/s.
3. Use Close to Cocoa ink for the same technique to add interest to the lower

4.  part of inside of the card, too.

5. Tear one edge of the Gray 2 ½”x 4 ¼” c/s and the 1 ½ ” black c/s.

6. Mount these onto main card.

7. Measure down and up about ½”  and in about 3/8” to place the brads.

8. Use the 1/8” Crop-a-dile hole punch.  Insert Brads.  Fasten with Crop-a-dile.

9. See note below.  Cut 12” of natural hemp and tie a knot through the brads. 

10. Stamp the saw onto the 2 ¾”x 4 ¼” Very Vanilla c/s. *Cut c/s slightly smaller.

11. Use Close to Cocoa for the direct to paper around edges of saw.

12. Use blender pen and Close to Cocoa to color in saw handle.

13. Add a little gray to the saw  with a blender pen.

14. Add the saw layer to the main card front.

15. Use the edge of your dimensional  sheet or the foam tape from Staples to

Make a little “ledge” around the vanilla c/s to hold in the tools. If you use 

The foam tape, it should be cut to 1/4” or a little less.

*Run your thumb nail along inside edge of tape to take away some of 

Stickiness.  This helps the nails etc. not to stick as much to the tape.

16. Add 3 washers, 6 nails, and 4 little bolts.

17. Add the 2 ¾’x 4 ¼” window sheet over the top of the dimensionals.

18. READ THIS WHOLE INSTRUCTION BEFORE YOU DO ANYTHING:  Add 3/16” 

frame (1/4” plus one little line) out of  TO THE NINES textured 

c/s over top of window sheet. ADD THE SHORTER 2 ¾” END PIECES FIRST.  

THEN ADD THE LONGER 4 ¼” PIECES OVER THE TOP.

NOTE:  When you tie the hemp knot, instead of just tying the hemp around once

Before the final knot, tie the hemp around twice and then complete the sq. knot.

It makes for a more masculine looking knot.  

*about the vanilla c/s for the saw.  You want to cut this piece about 1/16” 

Smaller In each direction so that when you go to place the frame pieces on

top,they will easily cover the foam tape.  In other words, the frame is going 
to be slightly larger than the saw piece.
