Vertical Tent Card-A Little Birdie Told Me
1. Start with a 5 ½”x 7 7/8” piece of card stock. 
2. Follow the scoring instructions and fold the card. (I’m trying to get a picture
Pattern created for you that I can send via the computer.)
3. Use the Tag Corner Punch on 3 corners of the top fold.  Use scissors on the 

Corner that is too thick for the punch.

4.  The Good Morning Sunshine papers for the outside is cut at 3 7/8”x 2 ½”.

Mark the right side of the paper at 2 ¾” up from the bottom.  Draw a line 

down from the 3 7/8” left side to 2 ¾” right side to form an angle and cut. 

5. Add the Good Morning Sunshine Designer Paper to the Pacific Point main card.
6. Cut the white piece for the inside in exactly the same manner.  Adhere it.
7. Mark the white c/s for the inside the same way and add it to the inside.

8. BE CAREFUL!!!! Stop and look at the sample! Turn the 2 ¾” square for the

 top front to a DIAGONAL position and stamp the Bird from 
A Little Birdie Told Me  in black ink.

9.  Use the blender pen in Gray ink to create a little shadow under bird’s feet.

10. Cut the Bird’s Body out of the DSPaper and add to the bird image.

11. Tie the Pacific point Striped Grosgrain Ribbon one time and cut it off the roll

12. Add the ribbon to the bottom  of the birdie piece with mini glue dots.

13. Choose a saying for the inside and stamp it in Pacific Point ink.
